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Apologies for the missing Newsletter last fortnight. It has been 
extremely busy with the Mrs Wall attending the Regional 
Principal’s Meeting in Dubbo and then the Building Education 
Revolution process that needed to be completed.        
 
Regional Principal’s Meeting  
Every year the Principals from all over Western Region meet in 
Dubbo where we take part in workshops and hear Keynote 
speakers addressing areas of importance to our Region and 
Education as a whole.  This year the message was emphasising 
the importance of engaging our students in learning, especially 
with the use of technology.  Our school was promoted (along with 
Pomona, Pooncarie and White Cliffs) during a workshop on how 
CAP supports technology. Mrs Wall gave a short presentation 
about the use of video conferencing in our school. 
 
Building the Education Revolution  
The Federal Government is moving ahead very quickly with plans 
to deliver $14.7 billion worth of new facilities and refurbishments 
to schools over the next three years. Our school is able to take 
part in two programs Primary Schools for the 21st Century (up to 
$250,000) and the National School Pride Program (up to 
$50.000). Principals have had to take part in video meetings, talk 
to their School Education Director, P & C Executive, staff and the 
DET Asset Management Unit.  
 
Palinyewah Public School has put in for three projects along with 
some existing maintenance work that was already in the system. 
The major project we have put in for is to add a large classroom 
including wet area and computer areas to the existing older 
building. The older building will then be refurbished to make 
dedicated areas for the kitchen, administration area, staff 
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resources and Principal’s office. We have also 
put in a nomination for a Covered Outdoor 
Learning Area (COLA) and storage shed for 
GA and sport equipment. 
 
Now that submissions have been sent in the 
Asset Management Unit will sort through and 
negotiate with schools as to what projects go 
ahead, when, where and how. We’re not sure 
what form our final projects will take but it is 
exciting to know that we will have something 
happen in the not too distant future.  
                      
Science Day Excursion  
On Wednesday 25th February all students from 
Pooncarie, Palinyewah and Pomona gathered 
at Pomona Public School for a science day. All 
students took part in a science demonstration 
investigating things such as vacuum and air-
pressure. Students were then broken into 
groups and were either involved in a science 
workshop or sporting activities with the 
teachers. Everyone certainly seemed to enjoy 
the day (except perhaps the Pomona school 
secretary who was constantly being startled by 
unexpected loud bangs and explosions). 
 
The teachers were most impressed by the way 
the students mixed and played together during 
recess and lunch. Thank you to Pomona 
School for organising the day
