This Federal Government initiative is aimed at 
building programs in schools and employment 
of local trades people.

Primary Schools for the 21st Century aimed at 
building or refurbishing libraries, halls and 
classrooms and National School Pride which 
allows schools to do refurbishment works or 
small building projects.
