Peter Verwey from the Catchment Management
Authority came to the school on Wednesday and
helped the children undertake a waterbug survey in
the river acr

The children found lots of shrimp, a few yabbies, and
a variety of other worms and insects. After we tallied
the numbers and rated them for sensitivity we found
that our stretch of river was rated Poor (nearly Fair).
Peter explained thought that this is partly due to the
nature of the river near the school (hard clay bottom
and steep sides) and the flush that would have
washed some of the bugs downriver. We are looking
forward to seeing what we find next Autumn. Peter will
also be helping us later with the Waterwatch program
where we test the water quality.
